The Library/Learning Resources Center (LRC) was designed by A.C. Martin Architects and will be managed by O’Connor Construction Management.  The Building Access and Excellence program has been generously funded through the passage of Measure ‘A’ in 2004, combined with monies awarded from the State of California.  

“The importance of keeping the building program on track is a priority for the College,” said Dr. Manuel Baca, President of Rio Hondo College.  “I am pleased with our progress and look forward to remaining on schedule.”

The Building Access and Excellence program includes the Library/Learning Resource Center, a new Central Plant, a remodeled Applied Technology Center, a remodeled Administration of Justice Center including the construction of an additional building, a new Student Services Center, a remodeled Child Development Center, a new Physical Education Complex which will incorporate the existing men’s gymnasium, the creation of off-site centers, and a new system of roads and walkways.
